 PROPOSED  POST 1921 BYLAWS AMMENDMENT

Whereas Post 1921 desires to increase its’ capacity to support military, veteran, and community activities through providing color guard services, bagpipers, and other volunteer support activities;

And, whereas a number of individuals have offered their skills and talents in these and other areas;

And whereas many of these potential volunteers do not qualify for full membership in the Scottish American Military Society (SAMS) by virtue of lacking required military service;

Therefore Post 1921 hereby establishes a membership category known as “AUXILLIARY MEMBERS.”

AUXILLIARY MEMBERS are not, and cannot be eligible for regular SAMS membership 

AUXILLARY MEMBERS must be at least sixteen (16) years of age.

AUXILLARY MEMBERS must individually apply and be approved by a consensus of current Post officers.

The criteria for approving an AUXILLARY MEMBER shall be based on what that individual can, and is willing, to contribute to Post activities. This can include, but is not limited to, color guard, bagpiping, drumming, computer expertise, marketing skills, etc.

AUXILLIARY MEMBERS cannot vote on any Post issue
AUXILLIARY MEMBERS 
can participate in all Post general membership meetings and activities and are free to express their opinions.
AUXILLARY MEMBERS will not be required to pay any dues.
Uniform regulations and other issues will be handled administratively by consensus of Post officers.
